MATERNAL MORTALITY

Mothers who did not receive nurse home visits
were nearly 3 times more likely to die from
all causes of death than nurse visited mothers
(3.7% versus 1.3%)’

Mothers that did not receive nurse home visits
were 8 times more likely to die from external
causes — including unintentional injuries,
suicide, drug overdose and homicide — than
nurse visited mothers (1.7% versus 0.2%)’

Maternal Health Outcomes

35% fewer cases of pregnancy-induced
hypertensions

18% fewer preterm birthse

19% reduction in preterm delivery
among women who smoke cigarettes:

31% reduction in very closely spaced
(<6 months) subsequent pregnanciess
