Final Bill Summar: HB 310 creates the Board of Community Supervisiba;Department of Communi

Supervision; and the Governor's Office of TransitiSupport, and Reentry. These agencies assundelties
related to probation and parole previously helathel state agencies. Also, the bill provides severahgha tc
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the law governing probation for misdemean:

HB 310 creates the Board of Community Supervisiba (board") which establishes the general politidse
followed by the Department of Community SupervisftidCS") and the Governor's Office of Transition,
Support, and Reentry.

The bill transfers the powers of several state eigsrto the newly established board including theers, duties,
and functions of: the Board of Corrections, witgard to the Department of Corrections' probatigision; the
Board of Pardons and Paroles, with regard to thersision of parolees; the Board of Juvenile Jesticd
Department of Juvenile Justice, with regard topfabation and supervision of certgiouthful offenders; and tt
County and Municipal Probation Advisory Council.

The transfers become effective July 1, 2015 withekception of the transfer of power from the Boafrd
Juvenile Justice and Department of Juvenile Jystib&h is effective on July 1, 2016.

Eleven members make up the board, six of whomsaitie for the entire time they remain in their dpfeal
positions. These six members are the: commissioin@orrections, commissioner of Juvenilestice, chairpersc
and vice-chairperson of the State Board of PardmdsParoles, director of the Division of Family atildren
Services of the Department of Human Services, anthtissioner of Behavioral Health and Developmental
Disabilities. The other five members are appoiritgdhe governor and serve terms of varying lengthese
members will consist of a: sheriff, superior cqudge, juvenile court judge, mayor or city manager county
commissioner. Vacancies in office are filled by ajppment by the governor. A chairperson is alsatel@ by the
board's membership.

The board is required to adopt rules and regulatgmverning the management and treatment of paoies and
parolees. These rules must ensure that the bardsions regarding probationer and parolee manageane
guided by practices that have been shown by sfilergisearch to reduce recidivism.

The board must also require the DCS to collectaralyze certain data regarding the type and effentiss of
treatments given to probationers and parolees DiB® must prepare an annual report of this inforomaéind
submit it to various elected officials.

The bill gives the board the authority and dutgdosult with and seek input from an advisory colrBlich
council will be composed of a: state court judganioipal court judge, probate court judge, magtstjadge,
criminal defense attorney appointed by the goveraiod private probation officer or an expert invate
probation appointed by the governor.

Finally, the board must promulgate rules requigingbation officers to register and pay a fee fahsu
registration. These rules must also provide foriigosition of sanctions and fines for officer nuaduct.

HB 310 also creates the Department of Communitye8igion (DCS), which is the agency primarily resgible
for supervision of: defendants who receive a felsegtence of straight probation; defendants wheivea split
sentence; defendants placed on parole or otheitaoral release; and certain juvenile offendersaskd from
confinement.

The DCS is also responsible for administering arfdreing laws, rules, and regulations related tbption and
parole supervision. Within the DCS, a victim seegainit will be established to coordinate the paynoé court-
ordered restitution and other victims' services.

A commissioner of community supervision, a salapedition to be appointed by the governor, is resjime for
supervising, directing, and executing the functiohthe DCS. With approval of the board, the consioiser is
authorized to make and publish rules and regulatielated to the administration of probation analea
supervision. Until the commissioner does so, tliectie rules and regulations will be those preslgwadopted
by the agencies that, pursuant to this bill, trarrefd their probation and parole supervision dutiebe Board.
Finally, the commissioner may prescribe forms, eopiowers of police officers on its employees, alhaw
certain employees to assist law enforcement offiaepreserving order and peace.

The state agencies that transfer their duties amers to the newly created DCS must also trangesgmnel,
equipment, and facilities to the DCS. Additionatiyppropriations to these agencies will also besfeared to the
DCS.

HB 310 allows a DCS or community supervision offiogourchase vending machines or contract with wvend
services if the operation of such services is clpabgenerating a profit. The profits generatamrfrthese
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services go to an "emplee benefit fund" which, with some restrictions, n@yexpended on items or activit
that benefit employees of the office. Examplesudelrecognizing the birth of an employee's childngs that
foster camaraderie amongst employees, or trair@agians. The bill provides monetary limitationshawv much
may be spent on these items or events.

HB 310 creates the Governor's Office of TransitBapport, and Reentry (the "office") in order torawister
rules and regulations that promote successful déeneentry. The duties and powers related to rgeetvices
of the State Board of Pardons and Paroles, Depattofi€€orrections, and Board/Department of Juvehilstice
are transferred to the office. Personnel, equipnaard facilities of these agencies are also trarestehis newly
created office. Finally, appropriations to theseragjes related to reentry service functions are tansferred to
the office.

A director of the office, a salaried position apyged by the governor, will be responsible for suséng,
directing, organizing, planning, administering, angcuting the functions of the office. The diredtoauthorize:
to establish units within the office and desigressistant directors of each unit.

The commissioner of the DCS and the director ofGbgernor's Office of Transition, Support, and Reehold
positions that are separate and distinct from dhgrgoosition in state government. These officeesaathorized
to employ, assign, compensate, and discharge esgdohowever, no DCS employee or person performing
services for the Office may be compensated on argssion or contingent fee basis. Neither the corsimiger of
the DCS, the director of the Office, nor any emplyhereof may be given any anything of value dhitéah to
their compensation.

HB 310 makes it a misdemeanor for a community sergificer to use an offender for any purpose teguin
private gain to any individual. This prohibitionefonot apply to services provided to a disabledgreunder the
newly enacted law, work on private property becafsenatural disaster, or if the services areqreréd
pursuant to an order by the court.

The bill also requires agencies that wish to pgrdie in a community service program to submit gliaation
letter to the court showing eligibility, numberaffenders capable of being placed in the ageneytywbe of work
to be performed, and provisions for supervisiore Thurt will then assign offenders to work for dyency.

This bill provides immunity from liability for actserformed by community service officers while tféicers are
participating in a community service program. Timeniunity does not apply to acts that are grosslyigewf,
reckless, or willful.

HB 310 allows that community service may be corrgideas a condition of probation. Primary considenatvill
be given to traffic violation offenders, ordinaraffenders, offenders convicted of non-injurious or
nondestructive, nonviolent misdemeanors or felonfemmunity service is ordered as a conditiopafbation,
the court shall order not less than 20 hours anchor@ than 250 hours in cases involving trafficiioatice
violations or misdemeanors, such service to be tetexgh within one year. In felony cases, the cobatlsorder
not less than 20 hours and no more than 500 hsuich, service to be completed within three yeansrigten
report evaluating the offender's performance magtrepared by the community services officer taged to
determine if conditions of probation have beensiatil.

The court may also authorize an offender to sesva lave-in attendant for a disabled person if hbthoffender
and disabled person agree and such service is desgopeopriate by the court.

The arrangement can be terminated wgaprest by the offender or disabled person, anddgeacy
must frequently ensure the safety and welfare @fdibabled person by maintaining personal conliaah
offender providing these services is later incaataat, they may be awarded time for good time fohatay of
live-in community service.

The court may also order an offender to perfornmd@rs of community service per week in lieu of iremation.
A court may also add community service hours todtiginal court ordered hours as a disciplinaryaxtas an
additional requirement of any program in lieu afdnceration, or as part of the sentencing optigatem.

HB 310 allows the DCS to establish and operateipteelease ath diversion programs as rehabilitative meas
for persons charged with felonies for which bongasmissible; however, unanimous approval of thpesor
court judges, the district attorney, and the shefithe county is required in each county befdrese programs
may be established.

Upon the application by the person charged witblanfy for which bond is permissible, a court madgase the
person prior to conviction to the supervision giratrial release or diversion programs after aesigation anc

upon recommendation of the staff of the programefson must voluntarily agree to participate inphetrial
release or diversion program and knowingly andligently waive his or her right to a speedy ttfiat the period
of pretrial release or diversion.

If a probationer who has been ordered to this sy&earrested on a warrant for an alleged probatiolation, a
preliminary hearing is required within, at most,ddys. This hearing is not required if the proba¢iowas not
under arrest on a warrant, the probationer signediger of a preliminary hearing, or if the adminédive
hearing is scheduled to be heard within 15 daysmafst. The system will only apply in judicial aiits where
DCS has allocated certified hearing officers.

HB 310 adds language that requires the chief judg@emunicipal court that has contracted for pridraservices
to initiate the termination of that contract. Tleenination is subject to approval by the goverrdanthority of the
municipality or consolidated government which eetkeinto the contract.

If a defendant has violated an ordinance or conachitt misdemeanor, this bill allows a court witlgoral

When considerimgamount
imposed on a defendant, other than when the amayatsed is for restitution, the court may consither
financial situation of the defendant and the gddhe punishment imposed. A court may also confiees,
statutory surcharges and probation supervisiontfiecesmmunity service.

If a court determines that the defendant has dfgignt financial hardship or inability to pay, tieeurt must
waive, modify, or convert fines or other moneyseased. There is a presumption of significant fifert@ardship
when a person has a developmental disability t&@lyoand permanently disabled, is indigent or askd from
confinement within the last 12 months and was ioe@ated for at least 30 days before his or heasele
Additionally, absent a waiver, a hearing is reqdibefore a court may revoke a probationary sentédailure
to pay fines or fees. If the probation is revokbe, court must make a written determination thatgiobationer
has not made good faith efforts to pay and thefailvas willful.

This bill also provides that a sentencing judge weilain jurisdiction over any person placed onbation for the
entire term of the person's probated sentencejullge may revoke, rescind, modify, or toll the sewe at any
time during the probated sentence.

If a defendant is only under probation supervidmrhis or her failure to pay court imposed finestatutory
surcharges, probation supervision fees cannot dxteee months of ordinary probation supervisiasfe

If the defendant's sentence is later convertedhéotbat requires community supervision, the coay neinstate
probation supervision fees to monitor the deferidaxatmpliance with community service obligations.

A court must determine the terms and conditiongrobation including, but not limited to, requiren®that the
probationer: avoid injurious and vicious habitspidvharmful or disreputable places, report to trabption
officer, permit a probation officer to visit theglrationer's home, work at a suitable place of eympémt, remain
at a specified location, pay restitution or reparato an aggrieved person or municipality, suppioet
probationer's legal dependents, not violate any &lw extradition to this state, submit drug aental health
screenings, wear a tracking device, wear an alamhdfug monitoring device, or complete substarimesa or
mental health treatment.

A probated sentence may be tolled if it is estalelisby affidavit of the probation officer that thebationer has
failed to report despite efforts to contact thebationer. If after receiving notice of the probatimfficer's intent
to seek a tolling order, and thereafter reportetthéoofficer within a certain amount of time, thelpationer may
be entitled to a hearing to consider whether tiobation sentence should be tolled.

Any unpaid fines or other moneys owed as a conditioprobation are due when the probationer issteck If the
entire probation is revoked, all of the conditiafigrobation, including owed money, are negatethiey
imprisonment. If only part of the probation is r&ed, the court determines the probationer's resipidinsfor
unpaid fines or other moneys owed.

Any private probation company that contracts withunicipality to provide services must report te thoard and
the judge who entered into the contract on a gadgasis the amount of fees collected and therpatfisuch
fees as well as the number of community servicesparformed by probationers and a list of any ofieevice
for which the probationer was required to pay terad. Once a year, this information must also pented to the
governing authority that entered into the privatebation contract.

A probationer must be provided with a written re@teach time he or she makes a payment. Also, tgoprest, a
probationer must be given a copy of his or her pvabation file. One of these requests will be psseel for free
but the probationer will be required to pay a feedach subsequent request. The Board shall preeutgles
and regulations to clarify what information, suahwvictim information, shall be withheld from thefdes.
Probationers shall be able to seek an in camepadation of the entire file if they contend thatogpof the
information is being improperly withheld.

This bill also requires that certain rules and tatjons of the board will be subject to disclosurbis includes
rules and regulations regarding: agreements foptbeision of probation services, the conduct dfibass by
private probation companies, local governmentsbéistdng probation systems, and guidelines of geva
probation companies.

The bill requires private probation companies gister with the board before entering into any caettto
provide services. If a company was registered thi¢hCounty and Municipal Probation Advisory Courasil or
before June 30, 2015, they shall be deemed todisteead with the board.

After January 1, 2016, in order for a person t@lm®mmunity service officer, he or she must coneplleé basic
training course for supervision of probations aadofees certified by the Peace Officer StandardsTaiaining
Council.

Currently, many defendants facing a probation ratioa proceeding are denied an opportunity to entera
felony accountability court program as part of thhevocation sentence due to having insufficiemetremaining
on their original sentence sufficient to compléte program. This bill would permit the defendandemsuch
circumstances to voluntarily agree to an extensidms or her original sentence for a period noéxoeed three
years to permit the defendant to enter and complétéony accountability court program. Upon graahrg the
balance of the extended probation sentence mayobdied by the court.

HB 322 requinesholder of
the deed under power to pay a late filing pendit$5®0 upon filing, in addition to required filifges if the deed
under power is not filed within 120 days of theefdosure sale.

The bill specifies that the clerk of the applicablgerior court collects the penalty before theddesder power i
filed. The sums are then remitted to the goveramgpority of the county. If the foreclosed propédstyocated
within a city, the county governing authority mosmit the sums to the city governing authority \witBO days
after receipt of the sums. For each late filinggdgnfor property located within a city, the coumtyverning
authority may withhold a five percent administratiprocessing fee from the remittance to the city.
