Bill Summary: HR 768 creates the House Study Committee on Mandatory Reporting of Child
Abuse which consists of five members of the House, appointed by the Speaker, as well as two non-
legislative members. The committee is charged with studying the conditions, needs, issues, and
problems related to mandatory reporting of child abuse to the Department of Human Services. The
committee will have a chairperson, appointed by the Speaker, and the chairperson must periodically
call meetings. The resolution provides for the allowances, expenses, and funding for members. If the
committee adopts specific findings that include suggestions for legislation, the chairperson must file
a report prior to December 1, 2015, the abolishment date of the committee. The report cannot be
filed unless it has been approved prior to December 1, 2016 by a majority vote of a quorum of the
committee. The chairperson may file a copy of the minutes of the meetings with the Clerk in lieu of
an approved report.
